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A COMPARATIVE STUDY OF GROWTH ANALYSIS OF PINJAB
NATIONAL BANK OF INDIA AND HDFC BANK LIMITED

ABSTRACT

The Banking industry occupies a unique place in a nation’s economy. A well developed
banking system is a necessary precondition for economic development in a modern
economy. The major role of banks is to collect money from the public in the form of
deposits and then along with its own funds to serve the demands of the customers quickly,
plying interest for the deposits and to meet out the expenses to carry out its activities. For
this purpose , bank maintain adequate liquidity and earn profits from its activities. Profit is
the ma9in reason for the continued existence of every commercial organization and
profitability depicts the relationship of the absolute amount of profit with various other
factors. In any case , compared to other business concern, banks in general have to pay
much more attention for balancing profitability and liquidity. Liquidity is required to meet
out the prompt demands of customers and profitability is required to meet out the
expenses of banks. Hence the research paper is an effort to study the growth rate in Punjab
National Bank of India and HDFC Bank limited as both the bank are gaint banks in public and
private sector, so a study of growth analyses of both the banks for a period of 10 years, i.e.
from 2000 to 2010 is made. The main parameters of growth is banks are Net profit growth,
Net assets growth, EPS growth and reserve Surplus growth and the results reveal that in
terms of the parameters defined HDFC Bank has performed much better than PNB Bank.

INTRODUCTION

The Banking industry occupies a unique place in a nation’s economy. A well developed
banking system is a necessary precondition for economic development in a modern
economy. The amount of earning indicate the efficiency of the organization. The larger the
profits, the more efficient and profitable the organization becomes. That is why
profitability is concerned , to a large extent, one of the main criteria to adjudge the extent
to which the management has been successful in the effective utilization of the funds
available with the enterprise. As regards Punjab National Bank, it was established in 1895
and it holds the distinction of being the first Indian bank to have been started exclusively
with Indian capital. Bank has a strong capital base with capital adequacy ratio of 12.42%.
The Bank has over 6 million customers through 5286 offices including 421 extension
counters. The bank has a paid up capital of 316.81 crore. As regards HDFC Bank, it was
established by Reserve Bank of India in 1994. It was the first bank to get approval from RBI
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to set up in private sector. Bank has a nationwide network of 2000 Branches and 5,998
ATM’s in 996 Indian towns and cities. The authorized share capital of the bank is 550 crore.
The paid-up capital of the bank is 459,69,07,030. Hence the research paper is an effort to
study the Growth rate is Punjab National Bank and HDFC Bank. As both the banks are gaint
banks in public and private sector, so a study of Growth analysis of both the banks for a
period of 10 years, i.e. from 2000 to 2010 is made. The main parameters of growth in banks
are Net profit growth, Net assets growth, EPS growth and Reserve and Surplus growth. The
statistical analysis is made on the bases of growth rate based upon correlation technique.

OBJECTIVES OF THE STUDY

1.To study the growth rate of both the banks under study.
2.To compare the growth of the banks in private and public sector.

HYPOTHESIS

1.The growth rate of net profits of both the banks under study is same .
2.The Growth rate of net assets of both the banks under study is same.
REVIEW OF LITERATURE

Nag and Das (2002) studied the impact of imposition of capital requirement norms on flow
of credit to the business sector by public sector banks of india and the results showed that
in the post reform period. Public sector banks did shift their portfolio in a way that reduced
their capital requirements.

Snajay.l.Bhayani (2006) in his study , “performance of the New Indian Private Banks: A
Comparative study”’. The study covered 4 leading private sector banks- ICICI . HDFC Banks.
UTI and IDBI. The result showed that the aggregate performance of IDBI Bank is the best
among all the banks. Chidambaram R.M and Alamilu (1994). The study “profitability in
Bnaks, a matter of survival”, revealed that the profitability of public sector banks is low as
compared to private sector banks.

CONCEPT OF GROWTH

Growth in relation to a banking organization relates to increase in the business over a
period of time. Year to year growth is calculated and targets are fixed to evaluate the
performance and standing of the bank in relation to industry, in relation to competitors, in
relation to branch. Growth means the increase in advances and deposits of a bank in current
year in comparison to previous year, Growth also means the increase in revenue profits,
earning of the Bank in comparison to previous years. Operating Profits, net profits, earnings
per share, dividend per share, return on capital employed, return on equity. Interest
coverage ratios are the other yardsticks to measure the growth of a business entity over a
period of time. Profit maximization and wealth maximization are the ultimate goals of an
organization because it leads to the growth of the organization to a large extent. As regard
Growth , it can be studied from various angles like in terms of sales, net profit, reserve and
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surplus , earning per share, internal growth & sustainable growth. As a matter of fact , the
desired growth rate and the debt financing both are interrelated. The higher the growth
rate, the greater would be the need for external financing if other things remaining the
same or vice-versa. Balanced Debt equity mix and its relationship with growth may better be
studied in terms of net assets growth, fixed assets growth , net profit growth, revenue
growth, reserve & surplus growth and earnings per share growth.

NET ASSETS GROWTH

Net assets is the sum total of asset side of the balance sheet excluding any provision for
depreciation fund or the assets shown at book value less depreciation charges or if the
market value of the asset is to be disposed off less any expected loss or provision against
that asset. This total of the asset side exclude the fictitious assets if there is any shown in
the asset side of the balance sheet like preliminary expenses, discounts on issue of shares or
debenture, interest paid out of capital etc. Net assets include both types of assets i.e. fixed
asset as well as the current asset possessed by the business entity owned by the concerned.
This asset provides the base for making the concern capable for carrying out its business
activities for earning revenue and consolidate its position in the years to come. These assets
are possessed by the business from various sources shown in the liability side of the concern
i.e. owners funds and borrowed funds or the internal resources of the business created out
of profits. As regards Net Asset of Punjab National Bank & HDFC Bank Limited, It has been
computed by deducting all liabilities from total assets and shown in Table 1

Growth Rate of Fixed Assets

Any business entity needs for its smooth functioning two types of assets as well as current
assets. Fixed assets are those which are purchased once for the business and remains with
it for a long time to come. They are also known as dead investment as once the money
invested in these assets cannot be used for any other purpose very easily. As for example
land, building, plant and machinery, patents, trade mark, furniture, vehicle etc. the building
once constructed for the business cannot be constructed or carried to any other place. Such
assets help the organization to carry on its production related operations. These are
generally shown in the assets side of the balance sheet as follows :

Out of this actual
acquisition cost, accumulated depreciation up to date is deducted. The resultant net block
indicated the net fixed assets. Intangible assets of the organization are also of permanent
nature. Growth Rate of Net Block can be worked out by dividing the net block assets of the
current year by the net fixed assets of the base year as shown below :

Table 2 reveals that fixed assets of Punjab National Bank increased from 72392 lac in 2000-
01 to 251347 lac in 2009-10 indicating an increase of 2.47 times; whereas that of HDFC Bank
Limited increased from 28974 lac in 200-02 to 212281 lac in 2009-10 certifying an increase
of 6.33 times over the corresponding period. All this indicated that fixed assets of HDFC
Bank Limited more as compared to that of Punjab National Bank .

Net Profit / (Loss) Growth

In Order to study whether the net profit of an organization has been witnessing growth or
not, net profit growth is calculated with the help of Growth rate

Growth rate of Punjab National Bank 23.7 % HDFC Bank 30.2 %

Relevant formulas have been explained in Chapter Il : Techniques of Analysis . Net Profit
Growth in respect of Punjab National Bank and HDFC Bank has been calculated by taking
Net Profit after Tax so as to adjudge the absolute growth of net profit after tax as shown in
Table 3

Table 3 reveals that the Net Profit of Punjab National Bank increased from 46364 lac in
2001-02 to 390536 lac in 2009-10 indicating an increase of 7.42 times whereas that of HDFC
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bank increased from 21012 lac in 2000-01 to 294870 lac in 2009-10 indicating an increase of
13.03 times over the corresponding period. Net profit growth rate of Punjab national Bank is
23.7% and the HDFC Bank is 30.2%, all this certify that HDFC Bank stands better than in view
of stability and profitability .

Earning Per Share Growth

It is the profits before tax but after interest divided by the number of shares issued by the
business house. Higher earnings per share show the effectiveness of the management and
their policies and decision making. Earnings per share when high increases the goodwill,
overall confidence of the investor to remain with the company and the potential of future
growth of the business house . This depends upon the fundamental s of the business like
competition , environment , and nature of the product. Technology used and applied and
long standing history of the enterprise.

EPS = Net Income — Preference Dividend / No. of equity Shares

More the earning per share better are the performance and prospectus of the company.
This higher EPS has a favorable impact on the market price of share. As regards EPS of
Punjab National Bank and HDFC Bank. It has been Calculated as shown in Table 4

Table 4 reveals that the earning per share of Punjab National bank increased from 21.85 in
2001-02 to 123.86 in 2009-10 indicates and increase of 4.67 times whereas that of HDFC
Bank increased from 8.64 in 2001-02 to 67.60 in 2009-10 indicating and increase of 7.82
times over the corresponding period . All this certify that HDFC Bank Limited stands better
than Punjab national Bank in view of earning per share.
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Reserve and Surplus Growth

Various types of reserves and profits of the current year as well as the previous year balance
of profits are shown under this head. This consist of ; Capital reserve includes Capital
Redemption Reserve, Securities Premium , Other reserve less debit balance of profit and
loss accounts, appropriation account (if any ). Surplus means credit balance of profit and
loss account. Proposed addition to reserve, Sinking Fund when the reserves are invested
outside the business in securities or tangible assets, are known as reserve fund. They may be
for specific purpose or general purpose.

As regards reserve and surplus Growth of Punjab National Bank and HDFC Bank, it has been
calculated as shown in Table 5

Table 5 reveals that the Reserve and Surplus of Punjab National Bank increased from
245696 lacin

2001-02 to 1740762 lac in 2009-10 indicating an increase of 6.09 times whereas that of
HDFC Bank increased from 66949 kacs in 2000-01 to 2106183 lac in 2009-10 indicating an
increase of 30.46 times over the corresponding period. And if we compare the growth rate it
is 21.6% of Punjab National Bank and 41.1% of HDFC Bank. All this certify that HDFC Bank
stands better than Punjab National Bank.

ANALYSIS AND FINDINGS
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Net Assets of Punjab National Bank indicated an annual compound growth rate of 20.50
percent ; whereas that of HDFC Bank indicated an annual compound growth rate of 37
percent. As regards fixed assets. There is an increase of 2.47 times in case of Punjab
National Bank whereas that of HDFC Bank there is an increase of 6.33 times over the
corresponding period. Net profit growth rate of Punjab National Bank is 23.7 5 % and that
of HDFC Bank is 30.2%.

Earnings per share of Punjab National Bank indicates an increase of 4.67 times whereas that
of HDFC Bank indicates an increase of 7.82 times over the corresponding period. Reserve
and Surplus growth rate of Punjab national Bank is 21.6% of Punjab National Bank and
41.1% of HDFC Bank. As regards Capital Adequacy. It is found that both the banks achieved
capital adequacy greater than 9% in all the years under study. But in case of HDFC Bank the
CAR 17.44% Shows that the bank has made more than requirement . resulting the
insufficient utilization of resources.
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Nasal Aspirates-A double or a single consonant in Hindi

Abstract

The paper “Nasal Aspirates-A double or a single consonant in Hindi” is all about whether the
nasals when followed by /h/ in Hindi should be considered as a single or a double consonant.
There have been lot of controversies for the oral aspirated sounds and many scholars were of
the opinion that it should be regarded as a cluster of two sounds as opposed to the common
notion that it is a single unit. However the oral aspirated consonants are now commonly
accepted as a single unit on the basis of certain principles and findings. This paper is all about
whether on the basis of the same principles the nasal aspirates can be considered as a single

unit.

Trubetzkoy has laid down certain principles on the basis of which we can identify whether
two consecutive sounds can be considered as a phoneme or a combination of two phonemes.
An endeavor is given on the basis of these principles to prove whether the nasal +/4/ should
be considered as single consonant or a cluster of two different consonant. The primary
objective of this paper is to show whether the nasal aspirates behaves in the same way as the

oral aspirates and if not how differently it behaves from oral aspirates.

The controversies whether to regard aspiration as cluster of two different phonemes
or a single phoneme was not just confined to the oral stops but it extended to nasals as well.
Some scholars have their own stand point for considering aspirated sounds as combination of
two units where as some other scholars have their own reasons for considering it as a single
segment. In spite of the controversies oral aspirated sounds were finally accepted as a single
segment. However unlike the oral aspirated stops, where most of the scholars thought to
consider it to be a single consonant make more sense, the scenario for nasal aspirates is bit

different.

Nasal aspirates in Stand. Hindi are considered to be a combination of two segments-
unaspirated sound-+/h/. There are scholars who believe oral aspirates are one segment as they
met certain conditions required to be considered as phoneme. But when those conditions

searched for nasal aspirates, it did not fulfill the requirements.
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Trubetzkoy postulated few theories which on fulfillment can be considered a single phoneme.
One of such theory as mentioned by Trubetzkoy (1939:56) was: “The combinations of sound
whose constituent parts in a given language are not distributed over two syllables are to be

regarded as the realization of single phoneme.”

The above condition is fulfilled by the oral aspirates but not by the nasals aspirates. E.g. In
/vi|bhinna/, /d9|khi|y€1|nu|si/, /bujh|na'1/ etc. aspirated sound come together in one syllable and is
not getting distributed between over two syllables and hence can be considered as single
phoneme. But nasal aspirates behave somewhat differently as can be seen in the following

examples: /tumfhe/, /tum|hara/, /bram|ha/, /cinfha/ etc.

In all of the above examples the nasals and /4/ do not come together and is getting distributed
over two syllables as like the following: /tum|he/, /tum|hara/, /bram|ha/, /cinjha/ etc. It thus

does not fulfill the above condition and hence fails to be claimed as a single phoneme.

With regard to Trubetzkoy’s another principle a segment should be realized as a single
phoneme “if'it occurs in those positions in which the phoneme clusters cannot appear in that
corresponding language.” With reference to this rule we can see that aspirated oral stops can
occur in all the three positions but the combination of nasal+/4/ cannot occur in the word
initial position. Thus oral +/4/ behaves differently from nasal+/4/ and hence can be
concluded that nasal+/A/ are two different units and cannot be considered as a single phoneme

like the oral aspirated sounds on the basis of the above mentioned principle.

Another rule put forward by Narang and Becker (1971:651) that if /o/ is inserted in the root of
the conjunct, then it cannot be considered as single unit. They tried to prove their point by
adding suffixes with initial vowels to the stem which ends in a combination VC"sC or
VCaoC". According to them if the native speaker pronounces it without /5/ then it should be
considered as a single unit but if the /5/ is retained in pronunciation then it should be
considered as a cluster. E.g. /somaj’/ and /pig"al/ when suffixed with /a/ will become /somj"a/
and /pighla/ respectively. Since no /2/ is pronounced after adding the suffix, /jh/ and /gh/ can

be treated as single phoneme.

But in this environment also the nasal followed by /A4/ behaves differently. Aziz (2002:28)
noticed in Urdu and is equally true for Hindi that in the word initial position he saw that the

sequence of /N/+/h/ in /nha/, /a/ is continuously been inserted in between the sequence and it
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becomes /naha/. 1t was further noticed by Aziz (2002:30-31) that due to the separation of /nh/

by /a/, neither breathiness nor aspiration can be seen during the /n/ closure.

Thus for all the principles which were put forward by the scholars for single segment, nasal
+/h/ fails to prove itself as a single segment or rather single phoneme and hence commonly

accepted as the combination of two segments.

Sound combination of /4/ with nasal is possible only with the labial and the dental sounds i.e.
with /m/ and /n/. Hence the combination /mh/ and /nh/ is also considered as a phoneme by
some scholars but this theory was also refuted by most of the scholars on the basis of the

above mentioned reasons.

However the dialects of Hindi do not behave in the same way as does the Standard Hindi or
rather people treat nasal aspirates in a different way as is treated in Standard Hindi. This was
especially noticed with respect to Bihari dialects- Magahi and Bhojpuri. The following are
some of the differences in the treatment of the nasal aspirates between the Standard Hindi

with its dialects.

eBoth Magahi and Bhojpuri have aspiration of their corresponding nasal sounds, i.e. /mh/
and /nh/. E.g.
Mag. /cinha/ ‘sign’ and /tumhi/ ‘musical instrument.
Bhoj. /anhar/ ‘darkness’ and /k"amha/ “pillar’
But in Stad. Hindi nasal+/h/ is considered as cluster and not a single segment.
Moreover nasal aspiration in Bhojpuri and Magahi is generally changed to nasalized

vowel or a cluster with a stop consonant in Hindi. E.g.

Bhoj. /banh-/: Hindi. /ba~d"-/

Bhoj. /k"amha/ : Hindi. /k"amb"a/
There have been several studies and controversies on whether to consider /n/4/h/ as cluster of
two independent phonemes or to consider it as a breathy nasal aspirates. The study on this
nasal aspirates is not just limited to Hindi but has been carried out in many Indic languages
like Bengali and Marathi and from non Indic language Urdu. Studies have been carried out in

Hindi, though no conclusive result was achieved.

There have been few studies on this in Urdu and many suggested that the combination of /N/
and /A/ should be considered as breathy nasal rather than a cluster of two phonemes. They

have been phonetically transcribed as /m"/ and /n"/ by many scholars and they went to this
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extreme that they included this in the inventory of phoneme. Aziz carried out an acoustic
analysis where he measured and analyzed the sequence of /N/A/h/ occurring in the word
initial, medial and final position. He analyzed the sounds in each of these positions and gave

his own explanations for this.

In the word initial position he saw that the sequence of /N/+/h/ in /nha/, /2/ is continuously
been inserted in between the sequence (Aziz: 2002:28). Thus it becomes /nahd/. If /a/ is
inserted between, then according to Narang and Donald Becker, as discussed above, the
segment should not be considered as a single unit but as a cluster of unit. It was also noticed
by Aziz (2002:30-31) that due to the separation of /nh/ by /a/, neither breathiness nor
aspiration can be seen during the /n/ closure. It cannot be seen even if /4/ is realized. On the

other hand in the combination of labial nasal /m/ +/h/, breathiness can rarely be heard. Eg.
/kumhlana/ > /kumlana/

In the word final position Aziz (2002:31) noticed that the nasal consonant gets dropped and
the vowel preceding it becomes nasalized and the final /A/ gets dropped mostly and is

retained in rare instances. E.g. /banh/> /bd(h)/. Thus the following can be established:
Final nasal+/4/ > [v™(h)]

Based on this analysis Aziz concluded that there are very little chances of breathy nasal to be
realized as a single component in Urdu. It will be more justified if the nasal+/4/ segment is
realized as two different independent phonemes. Nasir and Bagqir agreed to Aziz conclusion

that Urdu does not have any breathy nasal aspirate.

The scholars of Hindi also have different opinion regarding the Breathy nasal in Hindi. Some
scholars like Ohala (1983) and Botma (2004) considered the sequence /n/4/ and /mh/ to be the
cluster, whereas on the other hand there are some like Maddieson (1984), Hinskens and van

de Weijer (2003) who consider the sequence of breathy nasal to be a single unit.

Though there have been no such acoustic studies on breathy nasal in Bengali. But, there are
scholars who gave their opinion on the characteristics of the breathy nasal, whether it should
be considered as a single unit or a cluster. In Bengali three types of nasal aspirates are

recognized- /mh/, /nh/, /h/. Fergusson and Choudhary (1960:46) were of the opinion there

are rare instances in the word medial position where breathy nasal can be realized in a slow

and careful speech of educated people. Fergusson, on the other hand do not categorize /mh/
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and /nh/ in the list of word medial cluster nor in the list of single segment. But some scholars
like Gautam Sengupta (1980) and Bhattacharya (1984) consider the sequence /n/+/h/ or

/m/+/h/ as cluster. This is evident from the examples like:
/bram|ha/ ‘“name of a god”
/cinlho/  “‘sign”

/sinlho/  “lion”

Hence as discussed before, /mh/ and /nh/ cannot be considered as a unit phoneme on the basis

of Trubetzkoy’s rule 1 since they get distributed into two different syllables.

However in the speech of less educated people, /4/ seem get assimilated to the nasal sound.

Thus the above two words are pronounced as
/brommo/
/cinno/

/sin|ho/

Fergusson states that these breathy nasal clusters are very rare and occur only in the tatsama

words.

According to Gautama Sengupta (1980:124) the breathy nasal, as mentioned above, can be
syllabified in two different following ways:

oIt can either be syllabified in between nasal and /k/ making it /bram|ho/, /siy|ho/ and
/cin|ho/ or,
eThe cluster can be syllabified into a short nasal in the first half and then into the nasal
aspirate.
Out of the above two mentioned reasons the first justification seems valid and logical, i.e.
placing the syllable juncture in between nasal and /4/. According to him all language
functions uniformly. He says what comes in the syllable initial position should also come in
the word initial position. If the second justification is taken into consideration then the
nasal+/h/ comes in the syllable initial position. But the cluster of nasal+/h/ does not occur in

word initial position but can occur in the word final position. So from this point of view
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point more justifiable is point (i) where the nasal consonant is the coda of the first syllable

and /h/ as the onset of the second syllable.

Thus he finds it justifiable to consider the nasal aspirates as the cluster of two different

components/phonemes.

In contrast to breathy nasal aspirates Fergusson mentions that there are words with medial
and initial breathy oral consonant. To quote Bhattachaya (1984: 89-91) “these so-called
[nasal] aspirates, do not follow the regular, distributional pattern of the other [oral] aspirates.
Hence they are not “unit phonemes” as the regular [oral] aspirates are. They are sequence of

two phonemes.

Christina, Samheer and Alex (2005: 275-299) carried out an acoustic experiment with the
breathy nasal aspirate and breathy oral aspirated to prove whether the sequence of nasal +/4/
should be considered as a single consonant or a combination of two independent phonemes.
They carried out an experiment where they measured /N/, /Nh/, /h/, /d/ and /dh/. On
measuring each of these, they found out that the duration of /Nh/ is double the duration of
/N/, which suggests the fact that /NA/ is the sequence of two independent phonemes. But
when they measured /d/ and /dh/, they found that even the duration of /dh/ is double the
duration of /d/. This result thus weakened their theory of considering the segment as two
independent phonemes. But they still considered this as cluster on the basis of the fact of
insertion of intermediate /2/. /2/ is often seen to get inserted in between the sequence /Nh/
thus making it /Nah/. But /o/ is never seen get inserted between the sequence of /dh/. Hence
they concluded that the sequence of /NA/ can be considered as cluster of two phonemes and

/dh/ as the oral breathy consonant.

In Hindi, which functions in a very similar way with the languages discussed above, it can be
considered that nasal +/4/is a combination of two different phonemes and not an unit like the

oral aspirates.

Every
citizen of India has make sense about black money and white money every earning person
prepared to pay tax, file income tax return and make their earning as white for that it is
necessary to know the tax systems of India so in this paper we trying to keep light on
calculation of capital gains and payments of tax on it.

MEANING OF CAPITAL GAIN:

When any real estate like land, building or investments in mutual funds, shares, stocks or
any other capital assets are sold at higher value than its current value of acquired cost the
difference is called capital gains. In simple words capital gains means when you sell any
assets at more price than its price you pay for it

Similarly when any assets sold at lower value than its current value of acquired cost is
known as capital loss.

PROVISION OF INCOME TAX ACT FOR CAPITAL GAINS:

Any income derived from capital assets movable or immovable is taxable under the head of
capital gains under income tax act 1961.

TYPES OF CAPITAL GAINS:

According to income tax purpose Capital gain is classified into two ways depends on time

(1)Short term capital gains:
When any assets (other than investments) are sold off within 36 months and in case
of investments within 12 months of its purchase gains arise from such sale is termed
as short term capital gains.
(2)Long term capital gains:
when any assets (other than investments) are sold off after 36 months and in case of
investments after 12 months of its purchase gains arise from such sale is termed as long
term capital gains.

COMPUTATION OF CAPITAL GAINS:

For computation of capital gains first of all current valuation of assets which was sold is
required to be calculated with the help of cost of inflation index (CIl) and such value of
assets is called indexation price of assets then such indexation value of assets deducted
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from actual selling price and difference is called capital gains. in the form of formula it
can be presented as under

Capital gains= Actual selling price of assets — Indexation price of assets

For above calculation it is necessary to know about ClI

» Cost of inflation index(Cll):
Cost of inflation index is a standard index fixed and declared every year by
government based on inflation rate.a list of such Cll is as under

For calculation of current indexation value of assets cost of assets is multiplied
with current CIl and divided by CII of the year in which assets was purchased.

Price of indexation= cost price of assets x current Cll

For e.g.: Mr. Rahul vyas purchased a house at Rs.5,00,000 on 1% June 1995
and he sold it on 30™ July 2016 for Rs.24,00,000

Now for calculation of indexation cost of inflation index(CII) for financial year
1995-96 was 281 and for financial year 2016-17 is 1125

Capital gains = selling price — indexation cost

CALCULATION OF TAX ON CAPITAL GAINS:

Calculation of tax on capital gains is based on type of capital gains if capital
gains arise from short period (i.e. Before 36 months for real assets and 12
months for investments in securities) the gain is added to total income and then
the income tax is calculated based on tax slabs.If the gains arise for long term
period (i.e. After 36 months for real assets and 12 months for investments in
securities) is liable to pay 20% tax on it.

In above example Mr.Rahul vyas earned gain for the period more then 36

months so it is long term gain and he is liable to pay 20% tax on it that is
3,98,221 x 20/100 = 79,644

» Tax on capital gains without indexation:
For investments in securities there is an option for payee that he can pay only
10% tax on non indexed capital gains. He is free to choose to pay tax by using
indexation and pay 20% tax on it or pay 10% on capital gain ignoring indexation.
Let's see an example

For e.g.: Mr.Kamal Sharma invest Rs.1,00,000 in shares of a company in year
2014-15 and sold it in year 2016-17 at Rs.1,26,000

e If capital gain is calculated by using indexation then
Indexation price = 1,00,000 x 1125/1024 =1,09,863
Capital gain =1,26,000 — 1,09,863 = 16,137

Tax payable = 16,137 x 20/100 =3,227

e |f Mr.Kamal choose option to pay tax without using indexation then
Capital gain(without indexation) = 1,26,000 — 1,00,000 = 26,000
Tax payable = 26,00 x 10/100 =2,600

From the above example we can see that the tax without indexation is more
beneficial so it is advisable in case of investments in securities if held for long
time and its value has multiplied due to many factors chances are inflation
wouldn'’t affected profit drastically and as such it would be beneficial to pay 10%
tax on non indexed gain instead of using indexation and pay 20% tax

EXEMPTIONS OF TAX ON CAPITAL GAINS :
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Income tax department provides many exemptions which can be claimed on
capital profit made.A list of such exemption is as under

» Section 54 of income tax act provide that if entire profit reinvested to purchase
another house within 2 years from the date of previous property or constructed a
new house within 3 year then such profit is fully exempted from tax.

» Section 54EC if entire profit invested in bonds issued by national highway
authority of India (NHAI) or rural electrification corporation (REC) such profit is
exempted up to Rs.50 lakh from tax

» If capital gain not reinvested in another house within period or in bonds then still
tax canbe saved by investing gain in the capital gains accounts scheme (CGAS)
in any public sector bank.

» If capital gain entire invested to set up a small scale or medium scale industry it is
exempted or machinery for manufacturing within 6 month tax is also fully
exempted.

» If there is any capital loss it can be adjusted from capital gains. however long term
capital losses can be adjusted from long term capital gain only and short term
capital losses from short term capital gains only. More over long term capital
losses can be carried forwarded maximum 8 years.

The purpose of this study was to find out the effects of selected Asanas and Pranayams on the
Strength and Flexibility of Professional Physical students. The study was conducted on 177 men
students from Shri R.R. Lalan College, Mandavi Road, Bhuj, Kutch. Gujarat whom randomly
selected as subject. Then they were randomly assigned equally into two groups one controlled and
other experimental. Each group will have 77 student. The pre-test, yogic practice and Post-test
examination will conducted for 6 weeks. In this 6 weeks experimental and control subjects
appeared for the Pre-test and Post-test. During Pre-test Speed, Agility and Endurance level of
Professional Physical Education students were recorded and after this pre-test the practice of
selected yogic Asanas and Pranayams for 6 weeks will be given to experimental group only.

They will exercise
these yogic practice under proper guidance with the help of yoga coach and research. The present
study have been analysed with the help of mean SD, SEM and the comparison between the groups
were done with the help of the t ratio on the basis of the analysis of data as given in table No. 2 is
found that the subject of experimental group significantly improve the Endurance after yogic
practice. The level of confidence was fixed at 0.05 level.

“Harre 1986 defined
endurance as the ability to resist fatigue”. “Endurance is the ability to do sports movement
with the desired quality and sped, under condition of fatigue”. It is the result of physical of an
individual to sustain the movement over the period of time. It can be defined as resistance to
fatigue and quick recovery after fatigue. Endurance is one of the most important components
of physical fitness. It is required in almost all the activities of game and sports. It has been
identified as important factor of motor ability.

“In the past, five motor abilities were recognized as components of physical fitness these
were strength, endurance speed, flexibility and agility, but since two and half decade the term
agility has been replaced by co-coordinative abilities” This can be defined as an ability to
change direction quickly and effectively while moving with full speed. This component is
most useful in sports. In short, it can be said that one of the most influential factors causing
movement is called agility.
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Asana have been evolved over the centuries as exercises every muscle, nerves and gland in
the body. They secure a fine physique, which is strong and elastic without check bound, and
they keep the body free from disease. They reduce fatigue and discipline the mind. “Many
actors, acrobats, dancers, musicians and sportsmen also pose superb physiques and have great
control over the body, but they lack control over the mind, the intellect and the self. Hence
they are in disharmony with selves and one rarely comes across a balanced personality among
them. They often put the body above all else. Though the yogi does not underrate his body, he
does not think merely of its perfection but of his senses, mind, intellect and soul.

To perform them one need a clean airy place, a
blanket and determination, while for other system of physical training one needs large
playing fields and costly equipment. Asana can be done alone, as the limbs of the body
provide the necessary weight and counter weights. By practicing them one develops agility,
balance, endurance and great vitality.”

Just as the word yoga is one of wide importance, so also prana. Prana means breathe,
respiration, life, vitality, wind energy or strength. It also controls the soul as opposed the
body, the word is generally used in the plural to indicate vital breath. Ayama means length,
expansion and control. This control is over all the function of breathing, namely, (I)
inhalation or inspiration, which is termed puraka (filling up); (ii) exhalation or expiration,
which is called rechaka (emptying the lungs), and (ii1) retention or holding the breath, a state
where there is no inhalation or exhalation, which is termed kumbhaka. In Hath yoga texts
kumbhaka is also used in a loose generic sense to include all the three respiratory processes
of inhalation, exhalation and retention.

METHODOLOGY

collect the data from limited or particular population. The study was conducted on 154 boys
students from Shri R.R. Lalan College, Mandavi Road, Bhuj, Kutch.

To evaluate the
result of the study t test was applied as a statistical tools to compare the mean value of control
and experimental group. The level of confidence was fixed at 0.05 level should significant
different among the groups.

On the basis of the analysis of data as given in table No. 2 significance of difference between
post test mean score of experimental a controlled group on physical variable. Amongst
physical variable shown statitistical significant difference (p<0.05) are found on eight pound
shotput test with t = 2.25 Whereas no statistical significant difference is found on Zig-Zag run
test with t= 0.14 which not significant at 0.05 level. Experimental group has recorded lower
mean value on zig-zag run test 23.89 in comparison to 24.04 i.e. decrease in timing shows
0.58 percent increasing in speed and agility, but failed to register any statistical significant
different in post test mean score of experimental and controlled group.

DISCUSSION OF THE RESULT

experimental group significantly improve the endurance after practice of yogic asanas and
pranayams. Comparison in mean score between the group clearly shows that post test mean
score of experimental group has the higher mean value i.e. 3.26 has recorded highest
endurance with t= 2.25 which is significant at 0.05 level.

The
purpose of the study is to compare endurance and agility among Kabaddi and Kho-kho male
players.

A total number of subjects for the present study were 50 (25 Kabaddi and 25 Kho-Kho male
players) R.B L.D High School, Mansa, Gandhinagar, Gujarat, in the age group of 15 to 18.
Physical Fitness test items were conducted as per the standardized procedures of AAHPERD youth
fitness Test. For the present study, the mean value, standard deviation, 't' test were applied to
analyze the data, different steps in 't' test were used and the final conclusions were compared with
the significant value at .05 level. The utilization of mean values, standard deviation and 't' test were
made according to the requirement of the present study as per the statistical technique.

Sheppard and
young (2006) defined agility as a rapid whole body movement with change of velocity or
direction in response to a stimulus. Kabaddi is a combative team game; played on a
rectangular court. It can be either out-doors or indoors with seven players on the ground for
each side. Each side takes alternate chances of offence and defense. The basic idea of the
game is to the score points by raiding into the opponent's court and touching as many defense
players as possible without getting caught on a single breath.

In Kho-Kho, one team side kneels in the middle of the court in a row, with alternate members
in the row facing opposite directions. The other team may send two or three members in the
court. The motive for the sitting team is to try to "tag" the opponents. The chasers can only
run in one direction and cannot cut across the sitters unlike the dodgers who can run
randomly and in between the sitters. They have to run round the entire row to reach the other
side. The other option is to pass the chasing job to another sitter whose back is facing the
chaser as the chaser is running. In this option, the chaser touches the sitter he wants, usually
nearest to the target and shouts "Kho" to signify the change of guard. The objective is to tag
all the opponents in the shortest time possible. The team that takes the shortest time to tag all
the opponents in the field wins.

MATERIALS AND METHODS :

Subject To achieve the purpose of the study 50 male players (25 each from Kabaddi & 25
Kho- Kho) R.B L.D High School, Mansa, Gandhinagar, Gujarat, in the age group of 15 to 18
were selected randomly as subjects.

When performed in the usual way,
each asana is moved into with alternate inhalation and exhalation, A full round of
Suryanamaskar is considered to be two sets of the twelve poses with a change in the second
set to moving the opposite leg first through the series.

Regular practice of Suryanamaskar significantly show reduction in pulse rate, attributed to
increased vagal tone and decreased sympathetic activity. Decreased sympathetic activity in
turn reduces catecholamine secretion and also leads to vasodilation leading to improvement
in peripheral circulation. It is also observed that regular yogic practices reduce basal
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metabolic rate and resting oxygen consumption. All these may be responsible for reduction in
resting pulse rate.

Yogic practices alter the hypothalamic discharges leading to decrease in sympathetic tone and
peripheral resistance and hence the diastolic blood pressure. Regular yogic practices
strengthen the respiratory muscles; increase the excursions of diaphragm and lungs as well as
thoracic compliance. Also yoga practices decrease airway resistance. All these factors
contribute to improvement in the various lung function tests after regular practice of
suryanamaskar.

HOW TO START A SEMINAR PRODUCTION BUSINESS

The seminar business is in good demand in these days by individual consumers, organizations,
associations, small businesses and large corporations too. Although it is a fairly young industry,
having only come into its own within the last two decades, it’s primed for continued growth and
success. Every year hundreds and thousands of people pay to attend meetings, seminars, workshops
and training programs where professional presenters encourage, enlighten and enliven them.

Choose Your Seminar Topic
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The best way to start is by thinking about what you know, what you enjoy and what your
potential customers need or want. Then test your ideas against the following:

Your topics must be things you or your presenters are knowledgeable and enthusiastic
about.

You must have a well-defined topic.

Your topics must address your audiences’ wants and needs.

The most popular presentation topic for nowadays is motivation (43%), followed by
communication (35%) and business (30%). Most probably the top ten topic areas are
leadership, change, customer service, management, inspiration, and team-building and
presentation skills.

What you need?

One of the important points to be kept in mind is that you need money to make money and

in other words, it is you need start-up funds, for the seminar business. In this business the

start-up costs are comparatively low. You have got the advantage of home based ability,

which cuts office lease expenses down to nothing. Your major financial outlay will go

towards office equipment, marketing and promotion, and if you’re doing public seminars

then you require your site facilities. Other following things are also required like-

internet/mail service/ website design and marketing/ computer system with printer/

software/ electronic credit card processing system/ market research/ voice mail answering

machine/ stationery and office supply/ postage / a copier/ good office furniture etc.

Operating System:

When you produce a seminar, you need to plan ahead, it’s always wise to start planning as

early as possible- ideally before four to six months before your program.

1.Get with the program: One of your most important tasks as a seminar professional will be
to design your program- ifb you have done a lot of the design work when you did your
market research, now its time to get down to specifics, like who will present your
programs, how long they will last and where you will hold them. Decide- Whether you
will present the seminars yourself or hire speakers? This is an important consideration.
Have a look at any workbooks or other handouts you will want to include with your
seminar and start writing and designing them. You will also need to decide how long
your program will run. Do you have enough material to keep your participants interested
over the course of a two-day workshop, or will a two-hour seminar is enough? Be sure to
consider compatibility and location.

2.Sales Products: Now its time to have got your enrollment price, you can start to work on
your sales products-brochures, letters and advertisements. Design your sales materials
and then negotiate prices with printers, chose the best one and place your print order.
Once your materials are printed and ready to go put together press kits for magazines
and send them out. Order workbooks, evaluation forms, agenda or other handouts
based on your anticipated head count. Make travel arrangements for yourself or your
speakers whoever will be hitting the road on your company’s behalf. Send press kits to
local and regional newspapers.

3.0ne week Ahead: Contact the hotel’s sales or catering people to give them an
approximate attendance count and make sure they have got everything ready. If they
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are not sure about any item or if they are not available then keep after them until you
know it’s done and done properly.

4.Two days Ahead: Call the sales and catering people again and give them your final head
count. You can also take the opportunity to check once more that everything’s been
taken care of and will be ready for you on arrival.

5.The Day before The Seminar: Give yourself plenty of time. Familiarize yourself with the
layout of the room where you will work, where the restrooms, lobbies and other
facilities are located. Make sure all site-provided equipments like microphones,
projectors and monitors are in good working order. Check seating arrangements and
room temperature. If something isn’t right complain now instead of having your
participants complain tomorrow.

6.The Big Day: You and any assistants should arrive an hour or two to check the room setup
and equipment one more time. Set up tables for registration, handouts and products.
Then greet your participants, get going and have fun.
Income & Billing:
What can you expect to make as a seminar professional? The amount’s up to you,
depending only on how serious you are and hard you want to work. Further the business
can be very lucrative, depending upon how good you are on the platform to entertain,
motivate, inspire and market yourself to the right clients.
Advertisement: last but not least is the advertisement of your programs- No matter
how thrilling, informative, life-affirming or businesses rescuing your seminars are,
nobody is going to know about them unless you advertise. As a seminar professional, a
great deal of your resources will go into designing and implementing advertising
campaigns to take your sales to the limits and beyond.
Thus, in order to meet the objectives of the initiative, Government of India announced
an action plan that addresses all aspects of the startup ecosystem. With this Action plan,

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Subprime Crisis: Problems Caused by Accounting

The subprime mortgage crisis was caused by a myriad of factors coming together.

There was faulty lending, speculative borrowing, there was an ill conceived secondary
mortgage market and then there was also the wrong accounting techniques being used. In
this article we will focus on the problems with the accounting used by the firms in the
subprime mortgage crisis. It is important to note that the crisis was not an accounting
fraud. This means that the books were not cooked and the numbers were not made up. All
the accounting techniques used were perfectly legal. They were legal yet flawed.

However, the accounting techniques did magnify the crisis once it happened. The
accounting technique which was brought into question by the critics is called mark to
market accounting.

Mark to Market Accounting

It is important to note that this is not the first time that mark to market accounting
is being criticized. It has always been considered to be a very aggressive accounting
method. Nobel Prize winning economist Milton Friedman has criticized it severely on
many occasions. Also, this method was blamed in the biggest accounting fraud in
Corporate America i.e. Enron Inc.

Let’s briefly understand how mark to market accounting works. Usually when an
investment is purchased it is recorded in the balance sheet at cost price. This cost price
remains the same on the balance sheet regardless of what the market value of these assets
is. The market value is recorded as a gain or loss only when the asset is sold. For instance,
if I buy a security for $100, it reflects on my balance sheet as $100 even if its market
value is $130. Only when I sell the security for $130 does the $30 gain get recorded. As
long as it is on the balance sheet no gain or loss is recorded.

In the case of mark to market accounting, this is not the case. Gains and losses are
immediately recognized and booked to the profit and loss account. Hence in our example,
if we purchase the security for $100 and its value changes to $130, we mark these
securities to market. This means that we recognize $30 of additional gain. Remember that

no transaction has taken place and this gain is purely fictional. The firm does not have
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this additional $30 to justify the entry. However, this is how mark to market works and
this is what perpetuated the subprime mortgage crisis cycle.
The Upward Spiral

Now, the subprime mortgage saw both the upside and the downside of the mark to
market accounting. Let’s see the upside first. During the borrowing boom, home prices
were rising, interest rates were falling and there were almost no defaults. Hence, the
securities purchased by investors or held by investment banks for trading were rising in
value. In many cases, they were rising at double the rate of the other securities because of
the perceived financial innovation. In these heydays, the companies holding these
securities were constantly recognizing the gain in the profit and loss accounts. This gave
unwary investors the picture that the company is earning record profits. This made their
stocks trade at higher multiples and made the company appear more valuable than it
really was!

Hence, the mark to market accounting did not create the subprime boom in the first
place but rather perpetuated it. It allowed companies to recognize fictional gains and
created a stock market boom which was completely based on the boom of the mortgage
securities market!

The Downward Spiral

The downward spiral was much more painful for the companies involved. This is
because just like the gains, the losses also have to be marked to market on an immediate
basis. Hence if the value of $100 security falls to $80, the company is required by
accounting standards to immediately recognize the $20 loss. This proved very costly on
the fateful day that Lehman brothers fell.

On the day that Lehman Brothers collapsed, the mortgage securities market took a
nosedive in valuation. Many of the securities which were highly valued were now being
valued at close to zero. As a result of this all the investment banks and investors that were
heavily invested in these securities had to take an immediate write down in the valuations.
Now, it needs to be understood that these securities were not sold yet and the value of
these balance sheets remained uncertain. However, there was an immediate write down.
As a result, the balance sheets of many of these companies started appearing to be
unhealthy. Therefore there was a massive panic and sell off in the stock markets. What
started as a bust in the mortgage market quickly threatened the existence of the global

financial system.
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Once again, mark to market accounting did not cause the catastrophe. However, it
aggravated the downside by magnifying it.
Conclusion

Mark to market accounting is a dangerous accounting policy. It must be used very
carefully and with caution. Even more so when it is being used to account for speculative
securities like the ones that were being used in the mortgage markets. The subprime
mortgage mess ended with severe discussions on mark to market accounting as well as

curtailing its widespread usage.

Introduction

Organic compound synthesis has been promoted by microwave assisted methods by which small
molecules are built up into large polymers in a fraction of time when compared to thermal methods
ensuring the acceptance of Microwave assisted irradiation reactions as a valuable tool for acceleration
of a wide variety of organic molecules development[1-3].
